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HEART OF TEXAS ELECTRIC COOPERATIVE EXPERIENCING ERCOT-DIRECTED ROLLING BLACKOUTS

Due to extreme weather conditions across the state, the Electric Reliability Council of Texas (ERCOT) has instructed utilities to begin rotating outages to compensate for a generation shortage. Members of Heart of Texas Electric Cooperative should prepare for intermittent outages lasting about 15 minutes at a time. 

Rotating outages are controlled, temporary interruptions of electric service that relieve overloaded power plants during extreme weather or other circumstances. 

Critical-need customers, such as hospitals and nursing homes, will continue to receive uninterrupted service.

It is not known at this time how long the need for rotating outages will last.

Members are urged to reduce electricity use to the lowest level possible, including these steps:

Limit electricity usage to only that consumption which is absolutely necessary. Turn off all unnecessary lights, appliances and electronic equipment.

Businesses should minimize the use of electric lighting and electricity-consuming equipment as much as possible.

Large consumers of electricity should consider shutting down or reducing non essential production processes.
