(MCGREGOR, TEXAS) -   Heart of Texas Member Services Manager, Ron Poston, has reported the planned outage and voltage affecting several members in the China Springs area is now complete and all power should be restored at this time.  The conversion was performed on a portion of its electric delivery system changing voltage from 7200 volts to 14,400 volts for a more efficient delivery of electricity to our members.  

The conversion was anticipated to take up to 6 hours to complete the work.  Seven Heart of Texas Crews and three contract crews began work at 8:05 am, Wednesday morning in which approximately 200 transformers were replaced and upgraded.  The conversion was a great success and was completed in less than 4 hours at 11:40 a.m.  Nearly 500 Heart of Texas members were affected by the conversion in the China Springs area.
