Heart of Texas Electric Co-op Announces a Planned Outage and Voltage Conversion for Bosque County – Valley Mills Area

(MCGREGOR, TEXAS) – Heart of Texas Electric Co-op has announced a planned outage for the Bosque County – Valley Mills’ area on Wednesday, May 11, 2011.  The outage is necessary to allow Heart of Texas to perform a voltage conversion on a portion of its electric delivery system changing voltage from 7200 volts to 14,400 volts for a more efficient delivery of electricity to our members.  This upgrade will require a power outage affecting Heart of Texas Electric Cooperative members only and should last no more than 5 hours while crews work on lines and transformers.  

Weather permitting; the outage will begin at 8:30 a.m. and will be completed before 1:30 p.m.  There will be 214 transformers changed during this conversion and may result in temporary service interruption for parts of Southeastern Bosque County extending North West crossing FM 56 approximately 4 miles.  
For those consumers who have special medical needs and will need to leave their homes during the outage, the Bosque County Senior Services will be able to assist with transportation.  Please contact them at least 24 hours in advance.

If you have locked or coded gates please contact Heart of Texas prior to May 11th  to make necessary arrangements to allow crews access to service lines and transformers.  If Heart of Texas crews are without access to transformers or lines on your property, the service will be left out of power until we can upgrade the equipment.  A back-up date of Wednesday, May 18th has been set in case of weather or other delays.
